Eric’s career began in his home country, Zimbabwe, when he was employed by NCR as a computer technician working with data communications and mainframe computers in banks and the railways.

Eric moved to the UK in 1989 with his company, where he continued to work in computer support. His interest in networks saw him move to the Victoria & Albert Museum in 1991, where he was responsible for designing and installing a complex network in the beautiful listed buildings and on satellite sites.
